Required Books:

® The Other Wes Moore by Wes Moore

2) You are expected to complete a take home reading test and essay for The Art of Racing in the Rain.
Both the reading test and the essay must be submitted to Canvas by Saturday, August 8th.

3) You are expected to annotate both books and submit the books on Tuesday, August 11" (the first
day of class). Annotations will be graded.

4) You are expected to complete an in-class essay within the first two weeks of regular classes in
August. This essay will be based on The Other Wes Moore.

Themes to examine and consider in the books:

The Art of Racing in the Rain What does it mean to experience unconditional love? How does love
manifest itself in various forms? What lessons can humanity learn from man’s best friend? This fictional
story’s metaphors and symbols will be foundations for thematic approaches during the school year.
Rhetorical strategies such as diction, figurative language, and narration will also be examined.

The Other Wes Moore  Two men from Baltimore share the same name. One is a Rhodes Scholar and
combat veteran, while the other is serving a life sentence for murder. Their childhoods and
environments were similar, so why did one Wes Moore become a productive member of society while
the other Wes Moore become a convicted felon? This work of non-fiction, told from the perspectives of
two compelling narratives, examines the effects of influences and choices. It also underlines the premise
that more than just a name is shared in humanity’s identity.
